Will you 
steal, murder, and commit adultery and swear falsely, and offer sacrifices to 
Baal and walk after other gods that you have not known, then come and stand 
before Me in this house, which is called by My name, and say, 'We are 
delivered!'—that you may do all these abominations?  Has this house, which is called 
by My name, become a den of robbers in your sight?... 

 

II. Deserting God’s mission 

Isaiah 56:6-7 - Also the foreigners who join themselves to the Lord, To minister to Him, 
and to love the name of the Lord, To be His servants…., Even those I will bring to My 
holy mountain And make them joyful in My house of prayer…For My house will be 
called a house of prayer for all the peoples.

Ezekiel 16:49-50 - Now this was the sin of your sister Sodom: She and her daughters 
were arrogant, overfed and unconcerned; they did not help the poor and needy.
