1 Chronicles 28:9 - “The Lord searches all hearts, and understands every intent of the 
thoughts.” 
 
Luke 16:15 - “Jesus said, ‘You are those who justify yourselves in the sight of men, but God 
knows your hearts; for that which is highly esteemed among men is detestable in the sight of 
God.’”
